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March, the third month of the year, the month in which the spring equinox occurs on Friday the 20th, thus marking the official start of spring in the northern hemisphere. It also marks the start of British Summer Time, when the clocks spring forward 1 hour on the 29th, where both sunrise and sunset will be about 1 hour later than before.

What we have been up to in February:
The refurbishment of the village hall floor was completed, which involved sanding the surface down to a new level and applying three coats of high quality, two-part lacquer. This was then allowed to dry and harden and has provided a beautiful new floor. This came in at a cost of just over £5,000 and we thank you all for your support and donations which enabled us to do this. 

This was followed on Tuesday 17th February with another Community Café, where everyone enjoyed the food and drinks and the general social occasion. The Choir rehearsal nights also re-convened after the Christmas break.

Other activities included Pilates, Easy Exercise, Martial Arts, Yoga, T’ai Chi, Brownies, Wolvey Woofers, Bridge, Table Tennis, Short Mat Bowls, plus a host of private events where individuals or groups can hire the hall for their own events.
